· Rules governing student behavior on school-sponsored activities will apply in Disney World in Florida. 

 

· NO student may miss any scheduled trip activity. 

· Any student(s) that are LATE for a bus departure will be disciplined by being given an early curfew. 

· Any student(s) that are LATE for a check-in or curfew will be disciplined by being given an early curfew.

 

· Any damage done to the hotel will be the responsibility of the students assigned to that room.  If the individual who did the damage can be identified, that person will be completely responsible.  Damages must be paid before leaving Disney World.



 

· We recommend that you do not carry large amounts of money while at the various activities. PLEASE USE THE SAFE IN THE HOTEL ROOM TO LOCK UP VALUABLES AND MONEY. 

 

· Room visitations are permitted before bed check.  NONE are permitted after bed check.  Boys are NOT permitted in girls’ rooms, and girls are NOT permitted in boys’ rooms. 

 

· Alcohol, or other drugs are not permitted on school-sponsored activities.  Anyone found under the influence or in possession of drugs or alcohol will be sent home immediately at the student’s expense.  Students found in possession of or under the influence will be suspended out of school for a minimum of 10 days; including no participation in the prom and graduation ceremonies: additional school consequences may be imposed. 

· Students, who engage in an activity that would lead to them being sent home early, may be prohibited from attending the Prom, attending the senior picnic, participating in graduation ceremonies, and participating in the Project Graduation event.
