Senior Trip Food Gift Certificate Program 
Description and Rationale for this Program: 
Burlington Township High School is involved in a fundraiser program with Pathmark, Acme, and Shoprite. The purpose of this program is to give the parents of Burlington Township High Students an opportunity to gain cash credit towards their son or daughters senior class trip. 

Here is how it works:

If you purchase $150 of food gift certificates for one week. You will gain $6.00 in cash credit towards the senior class trip. If you continue to purchase these gift certificates for 50 weeks, you will have accumulated $300.00 in cash credit. Therefore, within a few years, your son/daughter will have accumulated enough credit to go on the senior trip for free.
